CRICKET RULES

1) It will be a 10 over game consisting of 6 balls per over. This will be a maximum of 3 overs per
bowler.

2) 2 runs will be awarded to the batting team for a NO ball and WIDE ball without any EXTRA ball
given, except for the final over where one run will be awarded to the batting team and an
additional ball will be bowled.

3) LBW, RUN-OUT and CATCH rules apply.

4) No player will bowl more then three over in each game.

5) The captain will decide the bowlers.

6) Four (4) and Six (6) rule applies.

7) All players must respect the Umpire, and their decision is final.

8) The winning team in each case will be awarded Three (3) points and Loser Zero (0) point, in case of
tie or Draw One (1) point to each team will be given.

9) Team with highest points will be counted as winner. In case of tie i) the highest score team is the
Winner, or ii) Lowest wicket loser.

10) Team with second highest points will be a runner up. In case of equal points the team with highest
score will be the runner up or in next step team with least wickets lost will be runner up.
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11) Good language, behaviour, attitude and respect for each other are of utmost importance and the
sports day grievance procedure will apply.

12) All teams must come prepared with full kit, stumps, scoring book and in White dress. NO casual
clothes allowed.

13) All players under the age of 18 MUST wear helmets (For your own personal safety, we
recommend that all players wear helmets).

14) To ensure prompt finish of all matches, please can the captains of the batting sides make certain
that their players are ready on time.
