A Will for change

Do you need to make or update your Will? In November, you can
have a basic Will professionally drawn up by a solicitor who will
donate the fee you pay to Will Aid. Last year Christian Aid received
over £120,000 from Will Aid donations, and over 100 people also
decided to leave alegacy to support Christian Aid's work in the
future whilst making or re-writing their Wills.

In recent years, Christian Aid has worked with Bolivian partner
organisations who supported a successful popular protest, calling on
the Bolivian government to harness and use its natural gas and oil
resources to address poverty. A state pension, for people like 79
year old cleaner Emitilla Paucara, is just one of the results of this
campaign. Emitilla has spent her entire life living hand to mouth, not
having an opportunity to save, therefore, a pension is an absolute
lifeline as it enables her to pay rent and buy food. Will Aid donations
and the money received when people decide to include a gift to
Christian Aid in their Will makes vital work like this possible and
enables Christian Aid to bring lasting change in the lives of people
like Emitilla.

If you are nterested in supporting the work of Christian Aid by
using the scheme, find your nearest participating Will Aid solicitor
by visiting www.willaid.org.uk, or contact Rebecca Dalton, Christian
Aid's Regional Legacy Officer, on 0121 200 2283
or emall her at rdaltonchristian-aid.org.

What is will aid? It is a partmership between solicitors and nine UK
charities. The campaign puts you in touch with participating solicitors who
will draw up a basic will free of charge. In return for this service, the
Solicitors hope you will donate to the Will Aid Charities the fee they would
normally charge. The suggested donation level is £75 for a single will,
£110 for a pair of matching or “mirror” wills or £40 for a codicil to an
existing will.
