23/02 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 
(a) Ford Prison 
Cllr Biss reported that he had not been able to contact the Governor yet and would 
try again and report back. 
 
(b) Boys Brigade Lunch 
Cllr Mrs Edge reported on the attendance by her and Cllr Mrs Craine of the Boys 
Brigade parade and luncheon. 

 

24/02 ADMINISTRATION 
(a) Footpath by Prison 
Members noted a letter from the Governor of the prison indicating that the path 
leading to the river was not a public one but decided to take no action on it. 
 
(b) Downland Area Committee 
The Clerk was asked to circulate to members a copy of the minutes of the last 
meeting of this Committee 
 
(c) Quality Parish Councils 
Members noted a paper by Arundel Town Council  but decided to take no further 
action other than to monitor developments and to inform WSCC of this decision.

Members had no objection to this proposal but would seek the imposition of a 
condition that the site be kept tidy and that all furniture be contained within the 
building on aesthetic grounds. 
 
CM14/02 - Caravan Site off Ferry Road 
Members opposed this application and generally supported the reasoning and 
conclusions of the inspector appointed to hear the Arun Local Plan who also seemed 
against this proposal.  They feared that this was the thin edge of the wedge leading 
ultimately to development of bungalows or some similar form of permanent housing 
on the site; and that the proposal would inevitably affect the viability of the 
industrial and commercial aspects of the harbour. 
 
CM15/02 - Bairds Farm Shop 
Members had no objection to this application but would ask that some restriction be 
placed on the site to ensure that the shop stay linked with the farm and that the 
appearance of the site be maintained as is. 
 
F5/02 - Blister Hangar 
Members had no further comment to make following the amended plan.

Further consideration of this matter was deferred to the next meeting but that in the 
meantime the procedure would be as recently adopted.
