1. MINUTES
The Minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting were read by
the Clerk and signed as a correct record.

2. ANNUAL REPORT

Cllr Baird reported that it had been a varied year with the
local plan and proposals for car parking in the area. The
Arun valley amenity group had been working hard in the area
although vandals had damaged some of their work. The car park
at the bottom of the Street caused problems of traffic and
due to its use for nighttime activities. Arun Council had
agreed to improve monitoring but many difficulties were still
experienced. The village hall had been re-roofed but needed
money for a new kitchen while the school too neded funds for
additional facilities. Low cost housing was still being
progressed with the need to pick a suitable site being a
problem which it was hoped could be overcome soon.

3. ACCOUNTS
The statement of account was presented by the Clerk and
received without comment.

4. REPORTS

The following reports were received and approved:

(a) School

Cllr Mrs Edge reported that once again the school year had
been filled with exciting outings and much hard work
dedicated to fulfilling the demands of +the national
curriculum. This had been achieved throught eh dedication
of the headmistress and her excellent staff. Although staff
numbers had been cut pupil numbers had risen and more staff
will be provided. The main concern was currently with the
fund raising for additional works to the school to bring it
up to standard and much of the necessary funds had been
obtained as a result of the work of many people. Finally she
put on record her thanks to Rev David Farrant past chairman
of the governors who had now taken up another post.

(b) Arun DC

In the absence of Cllr Wilkinson the Clerk read his report.
He described the progress of the draft local plan the inquiry
for which had been before a most senior and experienced
inspector. This will not be adopted until the outcome of two
other inquiries but is being applied by the Council at the
moment. He described the new system of working parties at
Arun Council which would give members more input in decision
making and the work of the Chief Executive.
