(a) Toilets at Clymping Beach

of running the toilets. This was still resisted by members who felt they had
a duty to run the toilets as part of the business of running the car park.

52/92 MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON 17 DECEMBER 1992
The minutes of the meeting on 17 December 1992 (previously circulated) were
accepted as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

53/92 ADMINISTRATION'

(a) Joint Parish Councils/Arun DC Meeting

Cllr Durdle reported briefly on the meeting and agreed to circulate a paper on
unitary authorities.

(b) Parish Election Costs

The Clerk read a letter from Arun DC about the future billing of these costs
to the Parishes concerned. Members agreed to oppose this because usually they
were held on the same day as district elections and that anyway the money
would all come from the same source, the pecple of Arun.

(c) Pond in Horsemere Green Lane

It was agreed that the cleaning of the pond would have to be deferred to the
autumn or winter of 1993/4. In the meantime the Clerk was instructed to
ensure grants were available and to inform the 1local resident that the
boundary of the house went upto the fence line only and not to the edge of the
pond.

(d) Horsemere Green Lane

Cllr Mrs Rudderham reported on the condition of Horsemere Green Lane. It was
agreed to ask the County Council to prevent traffic going across the common
land and to ask for a copy of the draft order making a weight restriction on
the Iane.

54/92 FINANCE
(a) Budget
Members approved a budget of £4,000 for the coming year.

(b) Payment of account
It was agreed the following account be paid

55/92 PLANNING

(a) CM24/92 Site office at Rudford Estate

Members agreed unanimously to object to this proposal which it was felt was
not necessary, as there was an existing office on the estate and anyway it
represented an encroachment onto agricultural land. It was feared that this
would be the start of an attempt to expand the estate in the direction of the
road.

(b) F40/92 Ford Sunday Market , ()?'17;C§
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Members felt that this development should be such as to minimise the problems
to 1local residents by careful controls on the hours of opening and by the
enforcement of improvements in traffic layout around the area. It was agreed
to enphasise in particular the great inconvenience to persons going to Church
caused by the traffic system operated at the moment. In addition it was felt
that there were too many stalls outside the market itself and that these
should be carefully controlled.

(c) CM1/93 Unit G6 Rudford Estate
Members had no objection to this proposal.

(d) Fordacre Nursery, Horsemere Green Lane - Unauthorised use.

The Clerk reported that Arun DC were investigating this matter. Members felt
that this investigation had already gone on long enough and that some proper
action should now be taken.

56/92 HIGHWAYS

(a) Footpath across Ford Aerodrome

Members felt that they were not really satisfied that the path had been open
at all times since gates had reqularly been closed in the path and thought
that the route had never really been a public path.

(b) Bread Lane

The Clerk reported that the County Council had evidence from the Clerk in 1950
that the then members wanted this lane as a route for vehicles. Members felt
that this had always been a gated Lane and for very many years was a dead end.
In the circumstances it was thought right that the ongoing objection to the
route being made a by-way should be maintained.

Minutes of the ANNUAL PARISH MEETING held on Thursday, 13 May
1993 at 7pm in the Village Hall

PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Rudderham in the Chair, Cllrs Bence, Cooper,
Malby and Durdle with Cllr Chandler and the Clerk. There was
one member of the public present (Mr Rudderham)

1. MINUTES
The Minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting were read by the
Clerk and signed as a correct record

2., ANNUAL REPORT

In the Absence of Cllr Baird Cllr Mrs Rudderham gave a summary
of the work done by the Council. A year ago she had attended on
behalf of the Council the launch of the Arun Valley Countryside
Project which had been conceived by the County and District
Councils. The Clymping Volunteers had planted and sustained a
large number of trees in the Mill area, cleared and fenced some
sensitive areas of beach and cleared some paths, overseen by the
County ranger and conservation officer. A grant had been made to
the School to modernise and replace a dangerous temporary
classroom with a purpose built extension and she attended the
open day last November. The teachers and children were
delighted with it, especially the indoor toilets. A grant was
also made to the Village Hall for help with modernisation of the
kitchen - without which it was threatened with closure and
refurbishing the dressing rooms. For the Queen’s 40th
Anniversary an English Oak had been planted in the Village Hall
field and a white chestnut on the Common Land. During the hear
the parish dealt with 134 matters and attended various county
and district meetings as well as entertaining the Chairman and
Chief Executive of Arun Council and a highways engineer about
traffic problems in Clymping. In conclusion she thanked her
fellow voluntary Councillors and the Clerk for the work done in
the last year.

3. ACCOUNTS
The statement of account was presented by the Clerk and received
without comment.

4., REPORTS

(a) School

Mr Rudderham and towards the end of the meeting Cllr Mrs Edge
spoke on school matters. It was reported that the school had
raised all the money necessary for the works being carried ocut.
The School would do the 7 year old tests although the pupils
were 1in sympathy with teachers difficulties. One teacher had
retired and had been replaced. With over 100 pupils the school
now had to fight off applicants for places. The Parish Council
was thanked for its grant. The only difficulty was lack of
space prevented an adequate play area and meeting place for the
whole school.

(b) Arun DC
In the absence of Cllr Wilkinson Cllr Chandler commented on the

recent changes to the structure of the Council and that Cllir
Wilkinson was now vice chair of the planning group and chair of
the site meeting group.

5. COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

Mr Rudderham thanked the Parish on behalf of the Vvillage Hall
Management Committee for help in the work done to the Village
Hall and explained that grants had also been obtained from a
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number of sources.
