1. MINUTES
The Minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting were read by the Clerk and signed
as a correct record

2. ANNUAL REPORT

In the Absence of Cllr Baird and Cllr Mrs Rudderham the Clerk presented the
Annual Report. After outlining the general work of the council over the last
year he identified three matters of particular concern. First was the speed of
traffic in Clymping Street. The Council had been unsuccessful in having road
humps put in place because of the lgk§ of lighting but other initiatives were
being pursued. Second was the question of shared equity housing. The Clerk
reported that the results from the latest survey had been very poor and all
residents were asked to complete the forms as soon as possible. Third was the
problem of flooding, particularly as sometimes this was mixed with sewage
effluent and so posed a health risk. A meeting with the District Council on this
matter was to be organised shortly. Finally the Clerk mentioned the resignation
of Cllr Wilkinson and his replacement by Cllr Wotherspoon and the regignation of
Cllr Bence and his replacement with Cllr Kettell.

3. ACCOUNTS
The statement of account was presented by the Clerk and received without comment.

4. REPORTS

(a) Arun DC —

Cllr Wortherspoon reported that he had been elected last year and that he was
interested to see how the Council was now working with Parish Councils much more
effectively than in the past. There was a discussion about the finances of the
Council and the proposed swimming pool before Cllr Wotherspoon outlined the
District Council view for the future of local government in West Sussex.

(b) West Sussex CC

Cllr Shingler also commented on the somewhat different view of West Sussex CC as
to reorganisation and also outlined some of the projects recently carried out in
the area. There was also a discussion about the possibility of the Bognor bypass
being started shortly.

5. COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

Mr Hoare expressed concern about the status of Bread Lane and the condition of
the footpath from Clymping Street to the School. Cllr Shingler reported that he
did not believe that the status of the Lane would be changed and also agreed to
have the condition of the path checked by the County Council.

There being no further business the meeting then closed.
