Signed a deal with Raith Rovers after being clubless for a 
while. Signed to Clydebank and injured hamstring stretchered off first full 
game. Now working as Assistant Manager and occ player w Clyde. Celtic

The archetypal Macari bargain-basement buy. Made 10 appearances in 4 
months before going to Stoke.Also had spells at Luton and Oxford probably 
whilst on loan from Stoke. Joined Leek Town under Peter Ward who just 
happened to be his business partner. Subsequently departed to 
Stocksbridge Park Steels of the Unibond Northern League where he 
combines playing and assistant manager now as a sprightly 40 y.o. Has left 
SPS and was thought to be with Matlock Town.
