2008 is also a very important anniversary year for the airfiéhd1918,
ninety years ago the very first permanently based aircraft arrived here fi
the Royal Naval Air Service base at KillingholmeThese were De
Havilland DH6 BiPlanes of 248 Sqgdn NRAS later becoming an RAF
squadron and incidentally the first squadron to return in 1940 flying t
Bristol Blenheim.

The first aircraft to land at North Coates, did so in 1914 and it was u:
sporadically by 33 Sgdn Royal Flying Corp as a relief landmogind and
forward operations field for their BE2 and BE 12 aircraft operating out
Kirton in Lindsey on convoy patrol work.

This was taken over by 248 Sgdn who continued this work to become
first residents of what was knowhen as North Coatdstties. This is an
important milestone in the airfields history and we plan to mark it at one
