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AQUABOX A GIFT OF CLEAN WATER
Once again the PCC has decided that St Thomas’ will this Christmas support
the ROTARY AQUABOX project. Stocks have been depleted as a result of a
shipment to Pakistan following the earthquake and The Congo for relief of the
displaced persons.
The standard AQUABOX has two functions. It is filled with useful hardware,
hygiene items and warm clothing. It also contains a filter cartridge and
matching supply of water treatment tablets. Once the welfare items have been

removed each AQUABOX filter can be used to purify up to 1,100 litres of
polluted water, making it safe to drink. This is enough for a family of four
drinking ten cups a day for four months.

During Advent we will have a box on display and will be
asking for donations towards the AQUABOX (£50) and /or supplying items
to be packed in the box. There will be a list of suggested items from which
you can please initial your selection.
