Look also at the following passages and compare them: Matthew 24:1-51; Luke 21:5-36; 1 Thessalonians 4:13-

5:11 & 2 Peter 3:1-16. Don’t rush this exercise, but allow time to engage with what the Bible is saying. Also, don’t 

get hung up on what happens in what order, but particularly pay attention to what we need to do to get ready.

How can we translate what we’ve learnt about the Second Coming today into our daily lives. See your previous 

list! Also, how does that affect our personal witness for Christ in word and deed. Pray into who you can invite to 

the January NMC Alpha course. Pray for your family and friends to come to know Jesus. 
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
