The youth club is open Mon and
Thurs evenings for young people
with disabilities. Weds and Sat
evenings for local young people
living in down town Birkenhead.

In addition to myself there are five
paid part-time workers working on
a ROTA basis and eighteen dedi-
cated senior members & volun-
teers. There are currently over
200 members.

The open access Play Scheme
runs Tuesday to Friday after
school and all day Saturday then
weekdays during the school holi-
days. In addition to myself there
are two part time play workers.

Youth Club

The Youth Club has been as busy as ever this year in particular we were involved
in four projects.

The first was a joint project with the Multicultural centre looking at the dangers as-

sociated with alcohol and drugs miss use and it’s affect
on the community. This ran for twelve weeks at the start
of the year. We made many new friends and enjoyed
our visits there.

In partnership with the Youth Federation, we organised
a Millennium Volunteers Course. Twelve young people
have gained their two hundred hour award.
